RE: Facsimile Part C Affidavits 

ELANY is pleased to announce the New York Insurance Department’s agreement to permit ELANY to accept Part C affidavits sent to the excess line broker by facsimile. This means original wet signatures are no longer required on Part C affidavits to be filed with ELANY. The Part Cs sent by facsimile however, must still be signed, correctly completed and legible in order to be filed with ELANY.

The producing broker should retain the original signed Part C with the records of the particular policy. This bulletin does not effect Part A affidavits nor declarations or cover notes which must still be original documents and signed with a wet signature in the case of the Part A Affidavits.
The agreement to permit acceptance of Part Cs in facsimile form is intended to reduce, if not eliminate, late filings. Excess line brokers are now in a position to obtain the Part C on the date bound, issue a confirmation of placement or transmit a binder from the company and combine these documents with an original Part A and Notice of Excess Line Placement for near immediate filing with ELANY.
